Operating Millage New Proposition for Repair, Maintenance, and Improvement of Sidewalks, Alleys, and 

Public Parking Lots 

Shall the limitations on the amount of taxes which shall be assessed against all property both real and 

personal in the Village of Centreville, County of St. Joseph, Michigan be enacted as provided in Section 6, 

Article IX of the Michigan Constitution, and the Village of Centreville Village Council be authorized to 

levy a new tax not to exceed 00.25 mills ($00.25) for each $1,000 of Equalized State Taxable Value) for a 

period of ten (10) years and as restricted by Sections 25 through 33 of Article IX of the Michigan 

Constitution for the purpose of maintaining, repairing, and improving sidewalks, alleys, and parking lots? 

(The estimate of the revenue the Village of Centreville will collect if the millage is approved and levied in 

the first year (2021) is $5,861.98)
